ORDER DECLARING 2005 “FESTIVAL OF CULTURAL EXCHANGE”

ORDERED, that Saturday, August 6, 2005 and Sunday, August 7, 2005 is hereby
declared to be the 2nd annual "Festival of Cultural Exchange” from 12:00 noon
to midnight, to be held rain or shine;

BE IT FURTHER ORDERED, that the Festival area shall be bordered by Congress
Street (State Street to High Street), State Street sidewalk areas (vicinity of
Longfellow Square), Parking Lot between Avon Street and Vernon Place, Park
Street (Congress St to 1% set of parking lot driveways), dirt lot between Burnham
Apartments and the “old” skinny, High Street sidewalk area (Congress Street to
Deering Street), and Congress Square and abutting sidewalk areas;

BE IT FURTHER ORDERED, that the following streets shall be closed to traffic:

7a.m. to 11:30 p.m.(August 6™ and 9:00 a.m. to 11:30 p.m. (August 7"

Congress Street (State Street to High Street)

Park Street (Congress Street to 1% set of parking lot driveways)
Vernon Place (from 1% cut through from State Street to Congress St.)
Avon Street (at the top close to Congress St.)

These streets will be accessible to delivery trucks until 10:00 a.m. on
Saturday August 6™ and until 10:30 a.m. on Sunday August 7"

During these closures, some one-way streets will be opened to two way
traffic in order to make neighboring apartments accessible; they are:

Park Street (between Spring Street and Congress Street)
Avon Street (between Cumberland Ave and Congress Street)

BE IT FURTHER ORDERED, that the following will be restricted parking from 7:00

a.m. to 11:30 p.m. Saturday, August 6™ and 9:00 a.m. to 11:30 p.m. Sunday,
August 7" :
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Congress Street (between State Street and High Street)

Park Street (11 metered spots nearest to Congress Street, and 11 spots on
the other side to allow for temporary two-way traffic);

State Street (13 meters heading downhill from Congress Street on the left
and 5 spots on the left coming up hill towards Congress Street);

BE IT FURTHER ORDERED, subject to permit requirements, the Center for Cultural
Exchange is authorized to locate tents and serve alcohol as shown in Exhibit B
attached to the contract;

BE IT FURTHER ORDERED, that an admission fee may be charged to most of the
events at the festival; however, there will be scheduled concerts and events
happening on City streets which will be free and open to the public; all outdoor
music and amplified events will end no later than 10:00 p.m.;

BE IT FURTHER ORDERED, that the Festival area shall be closed to licensed street
vendors as provided in §19-17 of the City Code;

BE IT FURTHER ORDERED, that the City Manager is authorized to issue a revocable
permit to the Center for Cultural Exchange, under 825-27 of the City Code to
conduct said Festival, subject to the direction and control of the City Manager and
to the following specific conditions:

1. The Center for Cultural Exchange shall defend, indemnify and hold
harmless the City of Portland, its officers and employees, from and against all
claims arising out of or resulting from the Festival and/or use of City streets and
property for said Festival, and shall procure and maintain public liability
insurance in the minimum amount of $400,000 combined single limit for personal
or bodily injury, death or property damage and covering the obligation of
indemnification hereunder. The Center for Cultural Exchange shall provide the
City with a certificate showing evidence of such insurance and showing the City
as an additional insured on said insurance;

2. The Center for Cultural Exchange shall have sole authority over
participating vendors at the festival and may charge a fee to vendors for the
opportunity to vend at the Festival,

3. The Center for Cultural Exchange shall reimburse the City for expenses

incurred by City Departments for said festival, including but not limited to, police
costs, permit fees, electricity fees, and license fees;
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BE IT FURTHER ORDERED, that the City Manager is authorized to issue such other
temporary licenses, including licenses for food service establishments, as may be
required by the City Code, provided that all other applicable Code requirements
for the operation of the Festival have been met.

BE IT FUTHER ORDERED, that the City Manager is authorized to enter into an
agreement with the Center for Cultural Exchange in substantially the same form
attached hereto.
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
